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Fact Sheet

After this invaluable training, Carmine decided to open his own restaurant in 2008, Il Cantuccio di Stella di Monsampolo (AP). During this period, he won the award for the Best Young Chef in Central Italy. In 2010 Carmine arrived at Il Salviatino, and soon made his mark establishing his own philosophy of Tuscan cuisine.

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Il SALVIATINO – THE HISTORY

The palatial 15th century villa captures an elegant 21st century take on its aristocratic past where frescoes, rich handcrafted leathers and works of art sit alongside the most sophisticated technologies. An alluring retreat awaits its guests. 

Il Salviatino began life in the 14th century as a modest farmhouse, set among informally terraced slopes planted with vines and olives.  In 1427 it was purchased by the Bardis, an influential banking family in Florence, who rebuilt it in such a palatial fashion, that when it was subsequently sold on in 1447, the new owner, Nicola Tegliacci, named it Palagio dei Tegliacci.

The Salviati family, powerful and prominent merchants in the then flourishing wool industry, took ownership in the 16th century and began an enormous restoration project that continued for many years.  The Salviatis added frescoes and sumptuous furnishings, and created a centre for hospitality and social gatherings, with distinguished guests, establishing the name, Il Salviatino.  

The villa was bought by Pietro Pagliano in 1871, who added a medieval crenellated tower.  Then in 1882, the American Phelps Thomas took ownership and added a large central staircase, grand cinquecento portals and a vaulted porte-cochere for carriages, overhung by a garden, which still exists.  Thomas also remodelled the park by adding an Italian terraced garden and conservatories, which are now fully restored. 

In the early 1900’s, the villa passed into the hands of the art critic, journalist and founder of the art magazine Il Dedalo, Ugo Ojetti and his wife Fernanda, who undertook more remodelling, and installed an extensive library and many paintings and sculptures.  From 1973, Il Salviatino housed Stanford University’s overseas program Stanford in Italy, with classrooms, library, dining and accommodation for students.
In 2007 International hotelier Marcello Pigozzo together with his son unearthed the awe-inspiring, and by now, derelict villa and in February 2008 initiated a 15 million euro architectural project to restore the property to its former glory. Il Salviatino opened its doors in 2010 as a stunning luxury hotel and today remains one of the most highly regarded hotels in the Tuscan region.  
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In February 2012, award-winning villa hotel Il Salviatino collaborated with Florentine cosmetologist Dr Vranjes to create a totally new on-site spa experience - Spa Il Salviatino.  

Spa Il Salviatino offers an extensive menu of ‘multi-sensorial’ treatments using exquisite natural ingredients developed specially by Florentine cosmetologist Dr. Vranjes which promote total relaxation and restore balance and harmony in body, mind and soul. 

Red wine and grape seed exfoliating jelly scrub, heated moisturizing packs with olive oil, anti-fatigue bandages, a light dust of volcanic origin and vegetarian oxygen drops are just some of the precious ingredients meticulously blended using traditional techniques handed down from generation to generation. 

Skilled therapists perform signature massage treatments using a precious vegetable oil enriched with antioxidants and featuring the essence of Egyptian jasmine and green notes of mint and white flowers to help recover energy levels.
